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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2012, while he was in the Marine Corps.  The patient tells me that he was in Vallejo, California.  The patient tells me that he got into a fight.  The patient tells me somebody was trying to take his wallet.  The patient got hit in the head, he fell down and fell onto his head on to the ground.  The patient tells he fell to the ground on the back of the head.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he had a head pain in the back of the head.  However, the patient tells me that he did not go to the hospital.  The patient tells me he went home.
The next episode in 2013, in North Carolina.  The patient tells me that he was at the base.  He tried to get into the base football team.  The patient was playing football.  The patient had a helmet to helmet hit.  The patient tells me that did not lose consciousness.  The patient tells me that he fell to the ground.  The patient tells me that the impact was significant.  He felt head pain.  He quite playing.
The next day he went to the hospital.  The patient was evaluated by the doctor.

Since the event, the patient has significant difficulty to focus.  The patient has significant anxiety symptoms.  The patient has panic attack symptoms.  The patient has been evaluated by psychologists and psychiatrists according to the patient.  The patient tells me that he was diagnosed with PTSD and bipolar disorder.
The patient is weight up technician.  The patient tells me that these symptoms are affecting his job.  The patient tells me that has significant difficulty to focus on his job.  He feels anxious and nervous of the job.  He also panic attack symptoms.  The patient tells that these symptoms are significantly affecting his workup.

It is my opinion that the patient symptoms are not related to traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion that his symptoms are likely related to his underlying psychiatric illnesses including PTSD and bipolar disorder.  His symptoms of panic attacks, anxiety symptoms, focus difficulties are all common symptoms for PTSD, anxiety symptoms, and bipolar disorder.
