HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient comes to the clinic with the complaints of painful urination. He is an uncircumcised healthy 6-year-old male. He does not speak English and his mother does not as well, but with a translator in room states that she had not been working with him as far as how to clean as much, been noticing that sometimes he does have urinary tract infections because of that. No changes in bowel patterns. No reports of fevers or back pain.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He had a hernia as a 2-month-old repaired.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: This is a no acute distress noted, alert and oriented child.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Clear with no TM bulging. Nose: Clear. No edema. Throat: No edema. No erythema. No exudate.

NECK: Supple. Airway is patent. No thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear with regular breath sounds in all four quadrants.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
BACK: No CVA tenderness noted in the back.
SKIN: No lesions or rashes noted.

GENITALIA: Exam is deferred.

LABS: In office, urinalysis showed positive for blood as well as leukocytes.

ASSESSMENT: Urinary tract infection with blood.
PLAN: We will treat with Macrobid Advised the mother on how to clean the penis. For the future infections, report to the clinic as soon as possible and, if these symptoms do not resolve, also return to the clinic. Answered all questions and discharged the patient in stable condition to the mother.
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
