PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert and oriented x 3.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Clear without TM bulging. Nose: No turbinate edema. No rhinorrhea noted. Throat: Within normal limits. No edema, erythema or exudate.
NECK: Supple without thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Lung sounds are clear in all four quadrants.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Within normal limits. Positive S1 and S2 appreciated. No murmurs or gallops.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No rebound. No guarding. No bruits noted. Bowel sounds active in all four quadrants.
