She kept him home from school, has been giving him ibuprofen and no other symptoms at this time, but mother states he has` a history of having strep and has been to the clinic five times in the last two months; all negative for strep, but given antibiotics and requests antibiotics at this time.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure at the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert and oriented x 3. No distress noted.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Clear. No edema. No bulging of the TMs. Nose: No rhinorrhea. Clear. No turbinate edema. Throat: Within normal limits. No edema, erythema or exudate. No swelling of the tonsils. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds are normal in all four quadrants.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallops appreciated.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Normal color with no rashes or lesions.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Advised mother if she wants a referral to have the tonsils removed, she needs to go to their primary due to the insurance. At this time, the patient’s exam is benign. Offered allergy medication for the next 30 days to see if that assists with any of the symptoms and mother agreed and states that she will try the allergy medication and speak with their primary to decide if she wants to have his tonsils removed and then understands that at this time his exam is benign, he does not have any strep and will follow up with their primary. The patient discharged in stable condition to the mother.
