RESPIRATORY: No acute distress. Breath sounds are normal.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No CVA tenderness.
SKIN: Normal with no rashes or lesions noted.
LABS: The UA in clinic, results are on chart.

ASSESSMENT: UTI without hematuria.
PLAN: We will provide Macrobid. The patient also requests refill of the muscle relaxer cyclobenzaprine, states there is minimal benefit, but she would still like to have a refill. We will also provide that today. Told her to follow up with her primary if symptoms continue or urology if they do not improve. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
