HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Epigastric tenderness mild. No rebound. No rigidity. Once again, abdominal exam is totally negative.

SKIN: Shows no rash.

NEUROLOGIC: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Nausea, vomiting and diarrhea.

2. Vomiting is better.

3. Diarrhea continues.

4. Flagyl 250 mg b.i.d.

5. Cipro 250 mg b.i.d.

6. Bentyl p.r.n.

7. Pepcid once a day.

8. If not better in three days, we will get stool cultures.

9. Findings discussed with the patient and son at length before leaving.

10. Flu test is negative today.
