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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 63-year-old Mexican male that is followed in the clinic at the present time because he has a kidney transplant that was done in February 2023 at the Cleveland Clinic in Weston, Florida. This was a cadaveric kidney and the underlying disease for the kidneys was IgA nephropathy. The patient has complications of the kidney transplant, a subcapsular hematoma on 05/07/2023, that resolved by itself and on 09/21/2023, the patient has severe hydronephrosis of the transplanted kidney requiring nephrostomy tube and placement of stent. Eventually, everything was removed and the patient has been urinating well. Currently, the patient comes in with a serum creatinine of 1.86. He is immunosuppressed with CellCept 1000 mg p.o. b.i.d., Prograf 2 mg two times a day. He continues to take the Lokelma for the hyperkalemia. The urinalysis present in the dipstick trace of protein. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is 139, which is within normal range. The tacrolimus level is 6. The BK PCR in blood is negative.

2. Essential hypertension that is under control 129/76.

3. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

4. Secondary hyperparathyroidism that at the present time does not have any manifestation. There is no evidence for stones.

5. There is no evidence of hydronephrosis as far as we know. The patient does not have any discomfort to the urination.

6. Hyperlipidemia.

7. Hyperkalemia treated with Lokelma 10 g. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.

8. To the physical examination, there is enlargement of the left testicle, however, the physical examination is not consistent with hydrocele and we are going to request a consultation with one of the local urologists, Dr. Arciola, in order to get his opinion. Reevaluation in three months.
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
