ENDOSCOPY REPORT

PROCEDURE PERFORMED:
1. EGD, colonoscopy.

2. Biopsies.

INDICATIONS: Screening for colon cancer. GERD. Family history of colon cancer. Personal history of colon polyp.

POSTOPERATIVE DIAGNOSES:

1. Esophagitis LA class B.

2. Esophageal ulcer.

3. Status post gastric bypass.

4. Internal hemorrhoids.

5. Inadequate preparation.

6. Incomplete colonoscopy. Procedure stopped at the transverse colon due to inadequate preparation.

DEPTH OF INSERTION: Jejunal loops for the EGD, transverse colon for the colonoscopy.

COMPLICATIONS: None immediately.

MEDICATION: As per monitored anesthesia care.

WITHDRAWAL TIME: 7 minutes.

BOWEL PREPARATION: Good.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: After informed consent was obtained, the patient was put in the left lateral decubitus position. Scope was introduced into the mouth, advanced to the oropharynx, esophagus, stomach remnant, into jejunal lopps without complications. Examination performed upon withdrawal. Oxygen saturation and blood pressure monitored done during the procedure.

After EGD was done, the patient was turned. Rectal exam was done showing no significant abnormalities. Pediatric colonoscope was introduced into the anorectal area advanced through the colon into the transverse colon without complications. Procedure stops at the transverse colon due to significant amount of solid and liquid stool. Inadequate preparation. Examination performed upon withdrawal. Oxygen saturation and blood pressure monitored during the procedure.

EGD FINDINGS:
1. Oropharynx appeared normal.

2. Esophagus, there is erythema and erosions in the distal esophagus consistent with LA class B esophagitis. The clean base esophageal ulcer in the distal esophagus, biopsies taken.

3. Stomach consistent with statu post gastric bypass. Stomach remnant appeared normal, biopsies taken. Jejunal loops examine appeared normal..

COLONOSCOPY FINDINGS: In the rectum and sigmoid descending colon, no gross lesions were seen. Significant amount of stool present in the sold and liquid stool present. No gross lesion seen. Inadequate preparation in direct examination of the mucosa. Portions of the transverse colon examine shows significant amount of solid and liquid stool. Inadequate examination of the mucosa inadequate preparation. Procedure stops at the transverse colon due to inadequate preparation. Rest of the colon was nor examined.
RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Follow pathology reports.

2. Antireflux measure.

3. Avoid NSAIDs.

4. Monitor clinically.

5. We will start the patient on Protonix 20 mg p.o. daily.

6. The patient will need a repeat colonoscopy in the near future with better preparation. We will attempt a two days preparation [image: image1.jpg]MILLENIA
