CC: Decline.
HPI: A 91-year-old female seen in room. She was seated quietly at her desk, another staff member had just talked to her and it was clear looking at the patient that she did not hear what was said or comprehend what she may have heard. She is very hard of hearing, has hearing aids, which do not help. I then tried to get closer to her and talk louder; when I was finished, she just looked at me and laughed basically letting me know she had no idea what I had just said. Staff report that she continues to come out for meals, she will participate in activities, but her hearing deficits having progressed limit what she can do. She spends a lot of her time in room by herself reading or just looking out the door. The question of whether the patient qualifies for hospice is brought up as it has been before, family has been resistant when staff have tried to talk to family about that, so I have just left the issue alone until there is a point where it is clear that it would be appropriate.
DIAGNOSES: Very hard of hearing, dementia unspecified; MMSE 06/20/23, 21 moderate stage, hypertension, atrial fibrillation on Eliquis, history of constipation and urinary retention not seen here.
MEDICATIONS: Amiodarone 200 mg b.i.d., metoprolol 50 mg b.i.d., Eliquis 5 mg one-half tablet q.12h., Lactobacillus q.d., Flomax h.s., lactulose 30 mL q.d. p.r.n.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seated quietly in her wheelchair making eye contact with myself and another staff member, but unaware of what we are trying to communicate.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/60, pulse 68, temperature 97.2, respirations 18, O2 saturation 95% and weight 125.4 pounds.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and right. Lung fields clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm. No murmur, rub or gallop. PMI non-displaced.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She gets around in a manual wheelchair, she can propel it, but makes a little effort, so staff transport her. She has no LEE and she is a full-transfer assist. She is weight-bearing for a matter of seconds.
NEURO: Orientation x1-2. Makes eye contact at least 50% of the time if not more. She cannot hear or understand what is being said to her and she does not make effort to clarify. She will voice need and is generally cooperative with care. She has a short attention span when others go and speak with her and affect is congruent with how she is feeling.

SKIN: Warm and dry. She has a few scattered bruises that are resolving on her lower extremities.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: General care. The patient continues to be completely comfortable alone, occupies herself reading, etc, and will come out for meals and activities if she chooses. She is able to communicate her needs, it is clear that she enjoys being by herself and family aware of this.
