CC: Family issues.
HPI: A 91-year-old female sitting in the little den area with her daughter/guardian Margie Drescher and they were putting together a puzzle. I was informed by the DON and later it was confirmed by the guardian that the patient’s two daughters who live back east have been calling her here in the facility, calling the daughter that lives here and basically harassing her. They now have hired a lawyer to try to obtain custody or guardianship of Ms. Miller and take her back east with them. They had contacted POA last week stating they wanted to come and see their mother and she had to give consent, she did with a caveat that it be supervised, they reluctantly agreed and it is reported that they clearly overwhelmed the patient bringing all these family pictures and slides and wanting her to look at them all, telling her about everybody who was married, divorced, kids, died, and the patient then asked her daughter if she could please have them leave and daughter said “I told her that, I can’t tell them to leave, but you can tell them to leave,” which the patient did. The patient is not aware of the two daughters back east attempt to take over the patient’s POA or guardianship and move her back east, it has not been discussed with her. If they were to succeed in what they want, they would take her back whether she liked it or not and I asked pointedly if this has to do with money or property and it has to do with both of those. The patient has a large farm that is a legacy farm that the two daughters are trying to take over as well as moneys. Otherwise, the patient is compliant with care, she spends most of her time in her room doing different art projects. She does come out for meals and the daughter that is here comes frequently to visit her, which she has since I knew the patient from admission to another sister AL in South OKC. The patient has had no falls and no issues with staff.

DIAGNOSES: Moderately advanced Alzheimer’s disease, gait instability; requires a wheelchair, left foot inversion with hammertoe; nonweightbearing, history of HTN and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: She takes no routine medications, but has p.r.n. MOM 30 mL q.12h. and Tylenol 650 mg ER q.6h. p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
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DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient observed doing a puzzle with her daughter. She seemed relaxed and in good spirits.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/66, pulse 84, temperature 98.2, respirations 15, O2 saturation 98%, and weight 174.1 pounds.

NEURO: Orientation is x2. She has to reference for date and time. Speech is clear. She conveys her needs. She can be a little brusque at times and she is generally asocial keeping to herself. She can convey her need and when she requires assist allow staff to do so.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She self-transfers, propels her manual wheelchair. She has a long-standing foot eversion of her left foot that foot is nonweightbearing, but it does not stop her from self-transfer. She has no lower extremity edema.

CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI is nondisplaced.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough and symmetric excursion. Decreased bibasilar breath sounds secondary to effort.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Social issues. On behalf of her daughter/guardian Margie Drescher, I will write a letter testifying to the fact that she has been involved in her mother’s care from her admission at Rivendell approximately four years ago and I have witnessed her bringing on several occasions things that her mother needs and taking her out for appointments and then come in and spending time with her mother at the other facility as well as here and bringing friends of hers to see her as she grants permission to do so. Copy of the letter will be sent to Margie and the other will be placed in the patient’s chart. There is a court hearing on _______ regarding sisters trying to get control of their mother.

2. General care. The patient denies any need at this time, she is compliant with care and no falls.
