CC: X-ray review.
HPI: A 93-year-old gentleman seen in the dining room, he was in there by himself getting an early start for dinner. I told him that I had his x-ray results from imaging done in April. The patient has history of right hip fracture with ORIF on 12/28/23 and then fracture to the right pelvis after a fall in his room on 03/01. I have noticed him walking around without difficulty using his walker. He goes from sit to stand and vice versa using the walker for support. He denies any pain either of his hip or his back or pelvic area.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified cognitive impairment without BPSD, DM II, CAD, HTN, HLD, CHF, atrial fibrillation, and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/15 note.

ALLERGIES: MORPHINE, STEROIDS, SHELLFISH, and STRONTIUM.
DIET: Regular NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, in good spirits when seen.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 137/79, pulse 77, temperature 98.2, respirations 17, O2 saturation 97%, and weight 168 pounds.

NEURO: Orientation x2. He makes eye contact. He has to have things repeated, he is very hard of hearing and, with repetition, I was able to get the gist of the x-ray through to him, he was very happy to hear that and he stated he was going to go out dancing tonight. He is able to make his needs known and he does come out and socialize.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulating with his walker, steady and upright. No evident discomfort.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with fair turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. X-ray review. The previous pelvic fracture and bilateral hips that both since December had fractures requiring ORIF, everything appears healed, hardware in place and the patient denies any pain with ambulation.

2. Social. Contacted daughter Ann Bracken who is his POA and let her know about the x-ray results and go from there.
