CC: Routine followup.
HPI: An 84-year-old female who was playing bingo when I went to see her initially and then later I saw her slowly propelling herself back to the room in her wheelchair. She was agreeable to letting me visit with her. She states she feels good, she is sleeping at night, she denies any pain and her appetite is good. She remains social, but is going to bed at a more decent time as opposed to spending time in another resident’s room reading the paper and just talking until late, so I told her that is a good move to stay on a better schedule. She has nothing in particular bothering her at this time.
DIAGNOSES: Moderate unspecified dementia without BPSD, gait instability; propels manual wheelchair, osteoporosis, vertebral compression fracture of T10 to T11, chronic seasonal allergies, insomnia, depression and migraine headaches; has not had one in a week to 10 days.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/15/2024 note.
ALLERGIES: DEMEROL.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Pleasant female propelling herself along in wheelchair and then seen in room.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/76, pulse 86, temperature 97.4, respiratory rate 18, oxygen saturation 97% and 132 pounds.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: She moves her arms in a normal range of motion, self-transfers from wheelchair, she has no lower extremity edema, propels her chair without difficulty and she is able to weight bear for short period of time.

NEURO: She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear. She is oriented x 2-3 having to reference for the date. She can give information, understands basic information given and she does not really have anything in particular that is bothering her that she wants to ask. She still has contact with her daughter and I think family occasionally come to visit.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Routine check. The patient has had no falls or acute medical issues this past month. No medication changes. She is current on labs and no recent complaints of dysuria. Continue with current POC.
