CC: Fall followup.

HPI: A 74-year-old female with Parkinson’s disease and gait instability who has had a fall history. It has decreased from what it was four to six months ago. When I asked the patient about her fall, she recalled she just did not know when it happened and I told her that it was 05/04/24 which was a Sunday and she seemed puzzled by that. She was getting up in the couch trying to walk and somehow lost her balance and hit the left side of her head on something and had a small laceration and has two staples in place. She denies headache or any other discomfort. She was actually quite pleasant and not a lot of complaints today.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced Parkinson’s disease, gait instability with recent fall, anxiety disorder, glaucoma, hypothyroid, HTN, HLD, insomnia, and chronic pain.

ALLERGIES: Multiple – see chart.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/24/24 note.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: NAS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated quietly in her apartment and cooperative to being seen.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/72, pulse 69, respirations 16 and weight 119 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has a walker that she uses and seems to be getting around better. No lower extremity edema.
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NEUROLOGIC: She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear. She recalled the fall and had a sense of humor about it.

SKIN: Warm and dry. She does have some bruising of the right forearm secondary to the fall. Otherwise skin is unremarkable. Scalp left side anterior had a very small laceration and two staples in place with eschar formation.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Fall followup. Order for staple removal on 05/10/24.
