CC: I went in to see the patient and she wanted medications made p.r.n. instead.

HPI: She is in her housecoat on her recliner, stated that she just felt tired and did not feel good, so she was taken the day off. I looked at her eyes and they were both red and just looked almost sunken and she stated that they have just been itchy and dry and just that they do not feel good. She still has intact baseline vision. I also asked the patient if she has been using her lower extremity compression wraps for her lymphedema and she stated that “not really,” she has not used them in the last few days and this was something that she had cried about not being able to find somebody to help her, now she has somebody and she just seems to be relaxing about doing anything.
DIAGNOSES: Lower extremity lymphedema right leg greater than left, bilateral red eyes with irritation and occasional allergic rhinitis or myalgias.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from visit.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Bilateral conjunctivitis. Erythromycin ophthalmic ointment a.m. and h.s. for three days and h.s. only for four days until resolved.

2. Seasonal allergies. She is not needing the Flonase nasal spray routinely, so it is changed to p.r.n.

3. Myalgias. Things have improved as her legs have actually had some decrease in the amount of lymphedema due to having the therapist wrap her legs and being on diuretic, so Icy Hot is made p.r.n.
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
