CC: Home health/hospice issues.

HPI: An 88-year-old gentleman who has previously been followed by Enhabit Home Health to include for PT and OT. Recently, the patient has shown less interest and be more resistant to PT when Enhabit arrived for those services. Given the patient’s refusing to do therapy and acknowledging that he does not want to do it anymore, they have had to discontinue home health services. Enhabit then contacted family to start hospice services. The patient’s son/POA Tom Jobe is present in the facility today with his wife Karen wanting to speak with me. Mr. Jobe just seemed surprised by home health and is aware that I would likely have contacted them before they received a call from hospice. I told in fact that that was the case and I was not aware that they were going to move him from home health to hospice services as the patient does not meet criteria. I did not give an order for that change to also be made. Mr. Jobe was relieved to hear that. His concern was that his stepfather had progressed and no one had communicated with him. I told him that was not the case, but rather that Paul does not want to do therapy. He has been resistant to doing it when they come and given that they have to then discontinue PT and he at this point does not have skilled care nursing need for which to continue home health. So, their desire to keep him on service was to transition him to hospice which he at this point does not meet criteria. I also then spoke with Mr. Strunk in his room with son and DIL present asked him if he wanted to continue with physical therapy. He states that he does. I told him that we could try a different agency that does only PT and he is in agreement. His son and DIL were also present. At this point, I am going to hold off for this week and then we will engage focus on function for physical therapy and see if the patient is cooperative and participates. If not then that service will have to be discontinued as well. We will wait and see.
