CC: Routine check.
HPI: An 87-year-old male seen in the room. He was up walking when I knocked on the door. He was pleasant, cooperative, states that he feels good, sleeping without any difficulty. Denies significant pain. He continues to get around independently ambulatory and denies any falls. At last visit increased oxybutynin 5 mg to t.i.d. as he was having increased urinary urgency with incontinence. He states that it has helped and occasionally will have an accident, but not like he was having before. Overall, the patient feels good. Staff report that he comes out for meals and he also quietly watching the activities often in his room.
DIAGNOSES: Moderate vascular dementia without BPSD, increase urinary incontinence stabilized, hypertension, GERD, and HLD.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/22 note.
ALLERGIES: MOTRIN and PLAVIX.
DIET: NAS with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert gentleman who appears to be in good spirits and cooperative to exam.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 128/76, pulse 88, temperature 97.7, respiration 20, saturation 98% and weight 184 pounds.
HEENT: Full-thickness hair. He had cowboy hat on ready to go down for dinner. Sclerae clear. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple without LAD. The patient does have a mustache and goatee that are trimmed.

CARDIAC: He has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop. PMI is non-displaced.
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RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear. No cough symmetric excursion.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds present.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently. Moves limbs in normal range of motion. He has no lower extremity edema.

NEURO: Makes eye contact. Clear speech, understands given information. Ask appropriate questions.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Routine wellness check. He is doing well. No falls. Appetite good, sleeps no pain.

2. Urinary urgency, decreased with the increase in oxybutynin without side effect of dry mouth, etc.
