CC: Followup on dementia progression.
HPI: An 88-year-old female with history of unspecified dementia who was noted last visit that there was some increased forgetfulness. Today when seen that was quite clear that it continues. She made eye contact was quiet I asked her how she was doing and she said that she was doing better as to her chronic pain. It appears to be managed adequately as she did not bring it up and the anxiety that she has was much calmer today did not jump to conclusions and talked at a slower pace. Since seen last time, she has also not had any nose bleeds. She was having a problem with that, but we have ordered Neo-Synephrine nasal spray to be on hand, two sprays p.r.n. as needed. She also had a problem with constipation when asked about it. She stated that she is going more regularly and when she has a problem she just drinks water and it gets better.
DIAGNOSES: Anxiety, pain management, atrial fibrillation, insomnia, history of left leg DVT on anticoagulant, and chronic seasonal allergies.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/22/2024 note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: NAS.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient alert resting comfortably.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 133/61, pulse 74, temperature 96.9, respiratory rate 20, oxygen saturation 96% and 166 pounds.
HEENT: Glasses in place. Sclerae clear. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa. Nose breathing.
NECK: Supple.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Slightly decreased bibasilar breath sounds.
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CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

EXTREMITIES: No edema. Moves limbs while in seated position normally able to reposition.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Routine check. She is stable without any new complaints.
