CC: Physical therapy.
HPI: A 101-year-old male seen in room yesterday, we had discussed PT. The patient had been receiving it through Enhabit Home Health, but they dismissed him from services as he was being noncompliant then he decided yesterday that he did want to continue with some form of physical therapy. I told him that he needed to think about it now would address it with him today. When I spoke to him, he remembered our conversation stated that he did want to get PT. I told him I would order it, but if he was noncompliant again then I was not going to be asking for it again. He said that he would be I told him that we will wait until next week for it to start and he agrees with that.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 126/73, pulse 75, temperature 97.7, respiratory rate 17, O2 saturation 97% and 188 pounds.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Gait instability. He is able to walk using the back of his wheelchair for support, but generally is in a wheelchair that he will propel but often want somebody else to transport him.

2. Gait instability. I am ordering PT through Amedisys PT and we will see how he does with them hopefully he will be cooperative. They can evaluate and treat him on 05/21/2024.
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
