HPI: The patient has multiple p.r.n. medications and review of frequency of use showed that p.r.n. Xanax has not been requested in six months. She also has several other p.r.n. that I will be checking on. The patient has been scheduled for an appointment with psychiatrist Dr. Dash. The son will arrange transport. He will not be involved in the transport. We will wait to see how that goes and whether the patient will be cooperative. She came out onto the unit around dinnertime. She was bright-eyed and smiling. She was calling out to some of the older female patients asking them if they were coming to the dining room and wanting them to be at the same table with her. I had observed her previously getting several of the older female residents together and then telling them how poorly she is being treated by her family, etc. I have spoken to other staff about that when this is occurring, it needs to be stopped.
We will follow up as to when her appointment is.
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
