CC: The patient requests some medications to be kept at bedside and self administer
HPI: The patient was seen in the room. She was in good spirits. She had her hair up in rollers and asked me if she had told me about the fall that she had had this past week and I stated that I was not aware of that. She begins to describe it and it turns out it is a fall that had occurred two weeks ago that she had already told me about last week. I reminded her that I did know about that, she told me. She had two staples and a small laceration left anterior scalp. They were removed by her daughter; she got a staple removal kit from the ER physician. I did look at it today and informed her that her scalp looked clean and healed, not to pick at it.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Medication request. Flonase can be kept at bedside to self-administer. Voltaren gel and Nystatin cream are changed to p.r.n.

2. Scalp laceration post fall. Staples removed this Monday and it appears to be healing well. No problems there.
