CC: Cutaneous candida.

HPI: A 100-year-old female seen in the room. She is curled up on her bed. Daughter is sitting at bedside, visiting with her mother and they are engaged in conversation that was very sweet to see. Daughter tells me that they come to visit her mother at least three times a week and enjoy the time they have with her. The patient is very hard of hearing so she is looking back and forth between us and so I talked louder so she can understand and she thanked me for doing that. I told her I wanted to check the areas of the yeast infection that she had. She tells me it is under both of her breasts. Her daughter excuses herself to give her mother privacy. Overall, the patient states that she is feeling okay. She states that she is just generally tired. She had visitors all day Sunday and actually went to her daughter’s house for the day so she stated she did not get really any rest until she returned to the facility and went straight to bed. Overall, her PO intake has remained at baseline. She often goes to the dining room; they transport her in a wheelchair, rarely but on occasion will eat in her room.

DIAGNOSES: Cutaneous candida, HOH, macular degeneration with vision loss, HTN, and unspecified dementia without BPSD.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with bite-size food.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 04/10/24 note.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 116/68, pulse 75, respirations 18, and weight 100 pounds which is stable over last month and up 7 pounds from February 28.

HEENT: She has full thick care, a natural bob. Her sclerae are clear. She tracks with her eyes as we are talking. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. She does have a soft systolic ejection murmur. No rub or gallop.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

SKIN: Under both breasts there is normal healthy skin, intact. No vesicles. No redness or evidence of excoriation.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Cutaneous candida resolved. I am making Nystatin powder p.r.n. The patient is able to ask for it as needed.

2. General care. The patient is followed by Valir Hospice.
