The patient with history of cough for two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Recent right otitis media treated with amoxicillin and then Augmentin for persistence of infection with development of mild rash in genital area for the past four days being treated now with antifungal agent.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She has a 16-year-old sister with severe strep in Texas Children’s Hospital.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother states she always gets sick when she leaves home, living with mother. Presently, at home most of the time.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Right tympanic membrane completely clear without evidence of infection. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

Because of presence of strep infection in sibling, the patient had strep test done, which was negative.

IMPRESSION: Viral upper respiratory infection with recent otitis media.

PLAN: Elected not to give antibiotics and to treat with observation and to follow up as needed here and with pediatrician.
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
