Lorna Mattson was seen in the office recently for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Graves’ disease.

2. Post-ablative hypothyroidism.

3. Type II diabetes with hyperglycemia.

4. Background retinopathy.

5. Hyperlipidemia.

Current Medications: Metformin 1000 mg twice daily, glipizide 5 mg twice daily, levothyroxine 0.1 mg six days per week, and atorvastatin 40 mg daily.

At this time, her blood sugars have been high for unclear reasons. She recently had rectal surgery for what appears to be rectal prolapse.

General review is otherwise unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 128/82, weight 148 pounds, and BMI is 27. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c was 11%, indicating poor control for her diabetes.

IMPRESSION: Type II diabetes with suboptimal control, Graves’ disease, post ablative hypothyroidism, and hypertension. She also has hyperlipidemia.

A repeat further rectal surgeries plan for May 20, 2024, Tresiba 10 units twice daily has been started in addition to her current antidiabetic medication.

Followup visit in three months.
