CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after abdominal surgery, discharged 10 days ago.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband and she was admitted in the hospital underwent abdominal and pelvic surgery by surgical oncologist and she underwent tumor resection, omental resection, and repair of the urinary bladder. Now the patient stated that she is able to walk without much difficulty and her appetite is better now. The patient has an appointment with oncologist. The patient did not have any reports of surgical pathology. At this time, the patient’s appetite is better and she is ambulating well; however, she has good help at home and she is advised to increase food intake.
During hospitalization the patient also had anemia, but did not require any blood transfusion and she is going to have CBC and fasting blood chemistry in next few days.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or constipation, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or calf swelling.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for ovarian cancer with metastasis to peritoneum and omentum. The patient is status post chemotherapy.
The patient also has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on simvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of neuropathy and she is on gabapentin 100 mg twice a day as needed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her husband and he is helping her 24x7. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. The patient is active and she does limited activities at home.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Surgical has staples in place without any discharge or bleeding.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, pedal edema, or calf tenderness.

The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance; however, her gait is slow due to generalized weakness.

I had a long discussion with the patient and her husband and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
