Ms. Majewski is a 70-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes about six years ago. She also has a recent history of steroid injections in her spine. She uses a cane for mobility. She is on FreeStyle Libre 2 system with an average blood glucose of 184. For diabetes she is on Basaglar 25 units twice daily and metformin Extended Release 1000 mg twice a day. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 8.8%. 

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes her current hemoglobin is 8.8%. The patient has an ample supply of her Basaglar therapy. Once she is out of this then we will switch her to Soliqua 25 units twice a day and we will continue the metformin 1000 mg twice a day. When she is off the Basaglar this will be about two months from now, then at that point we will start on her the Soliqua.

2. The patient has hypercalcemia noted on her current blood work. We will check her serum calcium level again. Her current calcium level is 10.8 mg/dL. I will also check a vitamin D level and parathyroid hormone level.

3. For her type II diabetes I will also add glimepiride 2 mg twice a day given that her A1c is 8.8%. We will reassess the need for this medication during her followup visit.

4. Notably the patient gets some injections in her spine.

5. For her hypertension continue current therapy.

Thank you for allowing me to participate in her management.
