Ms. Webber is a 66-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyrodism management. She was diagnosed with hypothyrodism about 30 years ago in 1990. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, chronic kidney disease stage III, depression, and the patient is currently on levothyroxine 100 mcg five days per week and 88 mcg two days a week. She reports symptoms of dry skin, fatigue and some weight gain. She denies any hair loss or mood swings. The patient reports occasional compressive symptoms of the thyroid. Her TSH is 0.442 and free T4 is 1.62.

Plan:

1. For her hypothyroidism, we will continue levothyroxine 100 mcg five days per week and levothyroxine 88 mcg two days per week.

2. I will order thyroid function studies prior to her return. I will also order thyroid antibody levels to assess for autoimmune thyroid disease.

3. I will also order thyroid ultrasound to delineate her thyroid gland and assess for any thyroid nodules.

4. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

5. For her hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

6. Followup with primary care provider.
