The patient presents with history of fever, weakness, with decreased renal flow without obstruction and slight dysuria.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has past history of atrial fibrillation, under the care of cardiologist.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Apparent sinus rhythm without irregular rhythm noted. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
PLAN: Blood pressure recorded on presentation 80/65. Because of presence of hypotension and evidence of prostatitis with possible sepsis, the patient was advised to go to the emergency room immediately for further evaluation and treatment, felt stable to be transferred per car with daughter to go to the Cleveland Emergency Hospital now.
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
