CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with cough and congestion with matting of her eyes for the past few days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She has a history of apparent MI 10 years ago. She has a history of COPD. She used to smoke one and half packs per day, stopped for the past two years with history of a spontaneous pneumothorax two years ago with infection post thoracotomy, followed in Kingwood Hospital, still under the care of pulmonary specialist. She also has a history of peripheral artery disease with a vascular procedure past February, Houston Heart and Vein, under their care.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a CPA, works from home, still working.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Decreased breath sounds on right side. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with bronchitis, sinusitis and history of right pneumothorax with collapse of lung.
PLAN: The patient is given Rocephin and dexamethasone injections and prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol. Given Bromfed. She is to follow up with pulmonary specialist and cardiologist and PCP. She sees PA here in Cleveland.
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
