The patient presents with history of headache for the past few hours with vomiting x3, sibling was seen yesterday with viral illness with asthma. Mother has not got his medications yet, he seems to be doing better per her history, to get medications today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: With 1+ tenderness upper abdomen without guarding or rebound. Questionable 1+ CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu, strep and COVID testing, all of which were normal.
DIAGNOSIS: Gastroenteritis with vomiting.

PLAN: Given Zofran 2 mg IM shot with prescription. Increase fluids. Follow up with pediatrician and go to the ER if headache continues or worsens, to give NSAIDs and acetaminophen for headache. Follow up as needed.
