CHIEF COMPLAINT: An 85-year-old female seen preoperatively as she is scheduled for right knee surgery.

HPI: The patient is an 85-year-old female with history of permanent pacemaker, which apparently is at EOL. The patient further has DJD of the right knee and has been scheduled for right knee surgery. She has had no chest pain, but reports mild shortness of breath. She has had no palpitations. Her major problem is that of the right knee.

FAMILY HISTORY: Brother had myocardial infarction.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She is a prior smoker who quit greater than 10 years ago. She has no alcohol or drug use history.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: Unremarkable.

Skin: She notes mild itching.

Eyes: She wears glasses.

Neck: She has stiffness and pain.

Breast: She has history of breast cancer.

Respiratory: She has slight dyspnea.

Cardiac: She has mild palpitations.

Gastrointestinal: She has had episodes of hematemesis.

Neurologic: She has dizziness.

Musculoskeletal: She has right knee pain, which she rates as _______.
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DATA REVIEW: Echocardiogram on 05/07/2024. The left ventricle reveals normal contractility. Left ventricular ejection fraction is 71%. There is a restrictive filling pattern consistent with elevated LA pressure. There is abnormal septal motion consistent with RV pacemaker. There is mild mitral annular calcification present. There is mild mitral regurgitation. The aortic valve reveals mild sclerosis. There is trace amount of aortic regurgitation. There is moderate to severe tricuspid regurgitation. There is evidence of moderate/severe pulmonary hypertension with estimated PA pressure systolic 59 mmHg. The right atrium is moderately enlarged.

The ECG demonstrates a paced rhythm at 70 beats per minute. Otherwise unremarkable except for repolarization abnormality.

IMPRESSION: This is an 85-year-old with multiple medical problems. She has a pacemaker, which is now at end-of-life. The patient further has history of osteoarthritis of the right knee requiring surgical treatment. The patient is felt to require replacement of her generator prior to her clearance for surgery. I will refer her for replacement of her generator. I will need to review her pacemaker data.
