Dear Dr. Anderson:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Gimmey with Hypertension, history of right nephrectomy with improved kidney function.  His last visit was May 22, 2023.  He does see Dr. Liu and he does have multiple kidney stones in his remaining left kidney and so Dr. Liu is going to do a procedure that will remove those stone so they will not cause obstruction and they also had a prostate MRI and Dr. Liu is following the elevated PSA levels.  The patient is feeling well.  No hospitalizations or procedures since his last visit.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea.  Urine is clear.  No difficulty emptying his bladder and nocturia up to two times a night and no edema.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the lisinopril 10 mg daily, he is also on a maximum dose of simvastatin of 80 mg daily, fish oil, multivitamin, Tylenol and rarely tramadol if he has severe pain.

Physical Examination:  Weight 170 pounds, pulse 84 and blood pressure 112/74.  His neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear.  No rales, wheezes or effusion.  Heart is regular.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No edema.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done 05/13/2024.  Creatinine is stable at 1.26, estimated GFR greater than 60, albumin 4.3, calcium 10, electrolytes are normal, phosphorus 3.8, hemoglobin is 14.7 with normal white count and normal platelets.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Hypertension, currently well controlled with lisinopril.

2. History of right nephrectomy for renal cell carcinoma.  No recurrence.

3. Left kidney stones being managed by Dr. Liu.  We will have the patient continue labs every six months and he will have a followup visit with this practice in one year.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
