Dear Mr. Novak:

This is a followup for Mr. Kanine with a history of obstructive uropathy and renal failure.  Last visit in November.  He has not required any catheterization.  Good urine flow without infection, cloudiness or blood.  No fever, abdominal or back pain.  No nausea, vomiting or gastrointestinal symptoms.  He plays pickle ball without chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  He still has a feeling that he has low energy.  He thinks is the person not suicidal.
Medications:  Medication list, only on thyroid replacement.
Physical Exam: Weight is stable 175 pounds.  Blood pressure by nurse 118/85.  Alert and oriented x 3.  Normal speech.  No skin, mucosal, respiratory or cardiovascular abnormalities.  No ascites.  No tenderness.  No back discomfort.  No edema or neurological problems.
Labs: Chemistries are reviewed.  Creatinine is stable around 1.6 representing a GFR of 49 stage III.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.
2. Prior obstructive uropathy in relation to urethra prostate abnormalities, multiple urological procedures, clinically stable.  No activity in the urine for infection.  There has been no need for bladder catheterization.

3. Blood pressure in the office well controlled.

4. Normal electrolytes.

5. Mild metabolic acidosis, does not require treatment.

6. Normal calcium, albumin, and phosphorus.  No binders.

7. No anemia.  No EPO.

8. Elevated eosinophils presently 650 without any other symptoms.  Needs to be monitored.  No specific treatment at this point in time.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
