Dear Mrs. Beatty:

This is a followup for Mr. Shafer who has chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy, and hypertension.  Last visit in November.  No hospital visits.  He has extensive coronary artery disease and bypass surgery.  Unable to tolerate statins because of severe muscle pain.  Follow with cardiology Dr. Mohan.  Stable dyspnea.  Other extensive review of system presently is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the metoprolol, aspirin and Plavix, on Repatha for cholesterol, for prostate on terazosin and Proscar.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 142 stable, blood pressure by nurse 115/88.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No edema or focal deficits.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries electrolytes and acid base normal.  Creatinine is stable 1.2.  Normal calcium, phosphorus and albumin.  No anemia.

Assessment and Plan:

1. CKD stage III, stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.
2. Coronary artery disease, abnormal stress testing, followed by coronary artery bypass.  No evidence of decompensation.  No evidence of CHF.  Continue present regimen, double-anti platelet agents, beta-blockers, unable to tolerate statins, alternative cholesterol Repatha.  If needed I will not oppose the use of ACE inhibitors or ARBs, low level of albumin, protein in the urine.  Continue management of prostate abnormalities.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see him back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
