Thank you for your continued support.

Steven comes here for evaluation today. He had a recent CBC, which showed his hemoglobin to be 18.8, hematocrit was 57, his WBC count was 18.3, and his platelets were 203.

He does complain of weakness and dizziness.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of polycythemia Vera. The patient has been on hydroxyurea twice daily and periodical phlebotomy.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 8 inches tall and weighing 208 pounds.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Polycythemia Vera.

2. The patient on hydroxyurea still requiring phlebotomy.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and takeout one pint of blood and draw CBC. Continue hydroxyurea. At some point, we will discuss with the patient about switching to different medications since Hydrea does not seem to be holding hemoglobin and hematocrit.
