HISTORY: This is a 61-year-old female here with painful urination. The patient states this has been going on for three days. She states she used AZO and it will take the pain away for a brief while, but it comes right back.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Recurrent UTI and asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: MORPHINE and CODEINE.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasional alcohol. Denies tobacco use. Denies drug use.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies chills, myalgia, nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. She denies increased temperature.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented, and in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 95% at room air.
Blood pressure 112/71.
Pulse 80.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 97.7.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

RESPIRATORY: No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema. No cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Tenderness in the suprapubic region. No rebound. No guarding. No rigidity. She has normal bowel sounds.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Acute UTI.
2. Dehydration.
3. Hematuria.
PLAN: Urinalysis was done in the clinic today. Urinalysis reveals blood, ketones, nitrites, and leukocyte esterase. In the clinic, she received Rocephin 500 mg. She was observed in the clinic for an additional 15 and 20 minutes, then reevaluated, she reports no signs or symptoms of allergic reaction to the medication. She was given a prescription for Macrobid 100 mg, she will take one p.o. b.i.d. for 7 days #14. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
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
