This is a 79-year-old morbidly obese woman with history of hypertension, HLD, coronary artery disease, carotid stenosis, who is now admitted to hospice with history of CHF. The patient has diastolic dysfunction, suffers from atrial fibrillation on AC, status post PVI, mitral valve repair, aortic aneurysm status post repair, history of asthma, COPD, respiratory failure on 2 L of oxygen. Recently, she had a fall which required kyphoplasty, appears to be in severe pain still to this date. The patient continues to be short of breath despite being on oxygen with her COPD and her congestive heart failure. The patient has cryptogenic cirrhosis because of her CHF associated with transaminitis and hyperbilirubinemia. Her CHF appears decompensated despite treatment and is proven to be refractory to treatment. The patient suffers from air hunger, shortness of breath at all times, and pain. Because of her shortness of breath, she is now becoming ADL dependent, high risk of fall with a history of recent fall with compression fracture requiring kyphoplasty, also atrial fibrillation which further decreases her cardiac output, increases more shortness of breath associated with confusion as well. Overall prognosis remains poor. The patient lives with her daughter who is her caregiver and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
