This is an 88-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of chronic kidney disease associated with hypertension, depression, anxiety, weakness, repeated falls and dementia. The patient has had progressive decline as far as her kidney disease is concerned. She is now oriented to person and, at times, not oriented to person, place or time. She is more fatigued. She stays in bed 16 to 18 hours a day. She resides at The Heritage Tomball Senior Living and her daughter is a primary caregiver who is spending a lot of time with her. She has a KPS score of 40%, total ADL dependent now, bowel and bladder incontinent, sleeping all day long and requires turning, eating very little with significant weight loss. Overall, prognosis remains poor. The patient most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate.
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
