Bobby is a 79-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer's dementia. He also suffers from atherosclerotic heart disease, coronary artery disease, diabetes mellitus, hypertension and skin cancer. The patient’s dementia is classified as Lewy body dementia which is associated with anxiety, symptoms of disorientation, hallucination both auditory and visual, increased confusion, behavioral issue. He thinks his wife is his sister. He has a KPS score of 40%, disabled, bowel and bladder incontinent, has had several falls recently, spending a lot of time in bed now, eating very little, has lost weight, continues to decline rather quickly, remains hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live, ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent as is part of the worsening of his Lewy body dementia and family is quite aware of his overall grave prognosis.
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
