Joshua is a 49-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with endstage COPD, O2 dependency, chronic pain, anxiety, air hunger, shortness of breath, decreased activity, sleeping now 18 hours a day. He has a KPS score of 40%. He has prosthetic trainers for ambulation which he has been using very little because of his increased weakness and increased shortness of breath. The shortness of breath and hypoxemia cause him to be more confused. He is ADL dependent, lives with his wife who is his primary caregiver. He requires change in position every two hours, has decreased appetite and increased anxiety related to his endstage COPD. Overall prognosis is quite poor. He most likely has few weeks to months to live, continues to be hospice appropriate. He also appears to be tachycardic and definitely hypoxic without oxygen. The patient’s wife is aware of his overall grave prognosis as well and remains hospice appropriate with less than six months to live.
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
