This is an 83-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer’s dementia. Since last certification, she has lost weight, she has had decreased appetite, she suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition, she is no longer able to speak. She has a history of seizure disorder. She has had a bout of urinary tract infection which is usually the cause of death in these folks. Her increased confusion, memory loss, no longer being able to take care of herself with weight loss, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, leaves her at a KPS score of 40%. The patient requires changes in position and has had aggressive behavior toward family members. Appetite is quite diminished, weight loss is unavoidable and overall prognosis remains poor. Consuelo most likely has less than six months to live and continues to remain hospice appropriate with worsening condition as was delineated above.
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
