This is a 93-year-old man currently on hospice with history of multiple myeloma. The patient’s multiple myeloma has left him weak. He has had weight loss. He has had pain, requiring pain medication. He has a KPS score of 50% currently with a FAST score of 6D. He requires medication to keep him comfortable as I mentioned. He lives with his wife Virginia who is his primary caregiver. He has severe bone pain which caused him to be weak and has had issues with fall. Furthermore, he is dizzy, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent now. The patient has chosen to no longer receive any regular and/or investigative treatment for his multiple myeloma. Given his decision and his current status, he most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate.

Furthermore, the patient has had multiple treatments for his multiple myeloma. He also suffers from antineoplastic chemotherapy-induced anemia which causes him to be weak, dementia, diarrhea, rash, failure to thrive, hypogonadism, weight loss, muscle weakness and protein-calorie malnutrition. His recent H&H was 9 and 27. Albumin was 3.1. The decision was made along with his daughter and his wife to receive no further treatment, hence he has been placed on hospice as was delineated above.
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
