Nancy is a 69-year-old woman with history of stage IV pancreatic cancer, placed on hospice now for end-of-life care. The patient has lost tremendous amount of weight. She is weak. She has severe pain. She requires pain medication around the clock. She is anemic. Her H&H last was at 9 and 27. The patient is no longer a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy. She has peritonitis; has had a couple of bouts of spontaneous bacterial peritonitis as well with ascites. The patient is also difficult to arouse from time to time most likely because of spontaneous bacterial peritonitis. She is tachycardic and has abnormal EKG. The patient’s family and caregiver have decided against any further treatment with associated weight loss and then endstage stage IV pancreatic cancer. They would like for the patient to be cared for on hospice and kept comfortable. Overall prognosis remains quite poor. Ms. Eubanks most likely has less than six months to live. Hospice nurse will help keeping the patient comfortable at home. The patient’s record was also reviewed from Houston Northwest HCA Hospital. She has severe lethargy, weakness, volume depletion, transaminitis related to metastatic pancreatic cancer.
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
