REASON FOR CONSULTATION: Abnormal EKG.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 60-year-old male with recent EKG which revealed right bundle branch block. The patient was subsequently referred for examination. He reports mild shortness of breath while bending over to tie his shoes, but no shortness of breath with walking. He has had no chest pain or palpitations. He has anticipated to have a weight loss medication.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Vertigo.

2. Gouty arthritis.

3. Overweight.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Topamax 25 mg one daily.
ALLERGIES: ALLOPURINOL results in a rash. 
FAMILY HISTORY: Grandmother has heart disease. Mother has lung cancer. Of note, family history is further significant for a sister with congenital heart disease.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He has a distant history of cigarette smoking. He notes occasional alcohol use. 
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 121/73, pulse 60, respiratory rate 12, height 68”, and weight 180.4 pounds.
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DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm at 57 beats per minute. There is a right bundle branch block present. There appears to be a right delta wave.
IMPRESSION:
1. Abnormal EKG with right bundle branch block.

2. Apparent WPW pattern.

PLAN: Echocardiogram and to further obtain Zio patch. Further recommendations following the echo and Zio patch.
