Dear Mrs. Crane:

This is a followup for Mr. Cooper with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in March.  Underwent Watchmen procedure Dr. Ali at Midland without complications, overlapping with anticoagulation for the next 30 to 60 days.  Stable dyspnea.  Stable weight and appetite.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or urinary changes.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  Denies increase of dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  No oxygen.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Review of system otherwise is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Eliquis, vitamin D125, metoprolol, chlorthalidone, Norvasc and potassium.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 202, blood pressure by nurse 134/58.  Lungs are clear.  No consolidation or pleural effusion.  He has atrial fibrillation, rate less than 80, he was 72.  Obesity of the abdomen tympanic.  No ascites or tenderness.  2 to 3+ edema, bilateral stasis changes, nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries May, creatinine 2.7 baseline, GFR 23 stage IV.  Other labs reviewed, statement below.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV clinically stable.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.

2. Normal electrolytes and acid base.

3. Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  There has been no need for binders.

4. Atrial fibrillation anticoagulated.

5. Anemia, no EPO treatment.

6. Blood pressure appears well controlled present regimen.

7. Secondary hyperparathyroidism on vitamin D125.

8. Status post Watchmen procedure.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in the next four months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
