Thank you for this referral.

This 23-year-old female comes here for evaluation. She used to smoke cigarettes but now she only use vape for last few years. She denies alcohol. Denies any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: She feels fine. She does not have any symptoms. She is here for preop evaluation for possible cosmetic surgery.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: She said she has ADHD and she is on Adderall XR she takes 20 mg not on regular basis. She also has vaginal ring used to be on birth control pills before. Her menstrual cycles are regular every 28 days and they are not heavy. She bleeds four to five days.

FAMILY HISTORY: Her father had blood clots several years ago in the leg. He was treated with anticoagulation for six months two years after him stopping the anticoagulation he developed chest pain and he was found to have pulmonary embolism for which he has been on anticoagulation for longtime now. The patient also states that her father was on testosterone injection throughout and could have been that causing the issues.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: The patient declined any history of blood clots and any history of excessive bleeding. She had few oral surgeries including one requiring removal of wisdom tooth.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 23-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall, weighing 130 pounds, and blood pressure 113/80.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Normal physical examination.

2. Family history of pulmonary embolism and blood clots.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will draw the blood for CBC, CMP, antithrombin III, protein S, protein C level, Factor V Leiden mutation, and also PT/PTT and INR once available we can make further recommendations.
