Thank you for this referral.

The patient was seen today. He is 50-year-old. He has intellectual disability on account of complex trisomy 21 syndrome. He also has history of dementia and major depression. He also has history of seizure disorder for which he is on antiseizure medications and he also has osteoporosis. He is here for Reclast infusion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is in wheelchair and very cooperative.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. He has feeding gastrostomy tube.

Extremities: Minimal edema.

LABS; His recent lab showed creatinine of 0.54, CMP was unremarkable, CBC, hemoglobin was 15.4, WBC 5.9, and platelet 285.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Osteoporosis.

2. History of seizure disorder.

3. Intellectual disability.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We were able to established IV and was able to infuse part of Reclast however then IV infiltrated and attempts subsequently were not successful but he did get some Reclast so if we could see him in six months we could give rest of the dose.
