CC: Followup on request for an orthopedist.
HPI: A 79-year-old male with alcohol dependence, was seen yesterday regarding a fall where EMSA was required to pick him up as he could not get himself up and whiskey and a box of wine were removed from his room yesterday. When I saw him to talk about this, I made it clear that continued Norco 10/325 mg q.6h. routine along with daily excessive alcohol use is problematic. He also did not see how he was going to go about finding an orthopedic surgeon to look at his knee and hopefully do surgery to improve it. I had also told him that he needs to clean himself up because if it looks like he is unhealthy and continuing to drink he may not be a surgical candidate. The patient was seen in his room today, He was alert. He was clean. I did not smell alcohol. He is passive aggressive and comes across of a *____112___* attitude, brought up that someone and he emphasized that took alcohol from his room and basically that is stealing and he was stating loud he wondered who it was and then the person responsible acknowledged that and why because he was drunk the night before, EMSA had to come out and he was clearly drunk yesterday when he was seen. I told him that if he wanted to see an orthopedist and seriously consider surgical option to help he was going to have to get himself cleaned up that at his age he has to show that he is physically fit to undergo anesthesia and surgery. He is very flippant about all that. He does not seem to see himself as he is.
DIAGNOSES: Alcohol abuse/dependence, severe OA right knee and chronic pain right shoulder secondary to proximal humerus fracture with conservative healing measures, peripheral neuropathy, anxiety, hypothyroid, and aortic aneurysm stable.
ALLERGIES: HYDROMORPHONE and PCN.
DIET: Regular.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated in his wheelchair, propelling it around his room. He is alert and very verbal.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 149/89, pulse 92, temperature 98.1, respiratory rate 18, and weight 223.8 pounds.
HEENT: His face is less swollen and red. Eyes: Sclerae are mildly injected without drainage.
ABDOMEN: It is distended, but less so than yesterday. No tenderness to palpation.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He moves his arms though there is a limitation of his right shoulder ROM. His right knee, he has a Salonpas patch. He has trace bilateral lower extremity edema.
NEURO: Alert and oriented x 2, has to reference for date and time. His speech is clear. He is sarcastic and demeaning when speaking to the nurse with me and never said thank you when I told him that the concierge is the one who had helped find an orthopedist taking his insurance.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Severe OA of both knees right greater than left. Referral to Paul Maitino, D.O., Oklahoma Pain Care LLC, 3110 SW 89th Street Suite 200D-1 with fax number 405-680-5633. Referral is sent to Dr. Maitino’s office and we will wait for response. The patient is aware of that, he will need to call next week and arrange an appointment and then he can also speak to the transport here in facility for transport once he knows when his appointment is. He was given all of the above information as well.
