HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a healthy 14-year-old male presents to the clinic with his mother, states that he stopped taking his seizure medication one month ago and he has only been on it for three months, but he stopped taking it because he stated he did not need it. His mother found out he stopped taking it and she told him to restart it six days ago; since that time, he complained of headache. No fatigue. No dizziness. No lightheadedness. No feeling of going to pass out, but he has complained of headache and his mother did give him Tylenol and Motrin which he states helps.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has got autism, ADHD and bipolar disorder.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No exposure to smoke or secondhand smoke.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: This is a healthy, well-appearing 14-year-old male, obviously very anxious, in no acute distress.

HEENT: Head is normal. No tenderness noted. Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Clear with no TM edema. Nose: Clear with no turbinate edema or paleness noted. Throat: Clear without edema, erythema or exudate.

RESPIRATORY: Lung sounds are clear in all four quadrants with no rales, rhonchi or wheezing.

CARDIOVASCULAR: His cardiovascular system checks are regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and S2. No murmurs or gallops noted.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No rebound or guarding.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion with no tenderness.

ASSESSMENT: Headache.

PLAN: Planned to give Toradol injection in the clinic, the patient declined. Advised the mother to continue with Tylenol and if headache is to continue or worsens with vision changes to report to the ER. The patient was discharged in stable condition to his mother.
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
