HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with mother, healthy appearing 16-year-old male who complains of right ear pain. He states he was swimming at a hotel three days ago and ever since he has been trying to use hydrogen peroxide to clean his ear out, but he states that the pain is getting worse with mild loss of hearing noted and feels like there is pressure building in there and has not had any treatments at home for this.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has had appendectomy, tonsillectomy and his adenoids removed.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke or smoke exposure.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: No acute distress. The patient is alert and oriented x 3.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Right Ear: He does have some mild erythema in the external ear canal with an intact TM and appropriate light reflex. On the left ear canal, he has had no canal erythema and no bulging of the TM as well as appropriate light reflex. Nose: Mild rhinorrhea. Throat: No edema. No erythema noted. His airway is patent.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Normal breath sounds appreciated in all four quadrants.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and S2. No murmurs or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Nontender. No rigidity. No rebound tenderness.

SKIN: Without lesions or rashes.

ASSESSMENT: Right external otitis media.

PLAN: We will treat with Ciprodex for the next seven days. The patient is advised if symptoms worse or hearing does not return to make an appointment with audiology for followup. Discharged the patient in stable condition after all questions were answered.
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
