CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of headache, cough, wheezing, and followup after liver transplant.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he started having headache eight days ago and he took over-the-counter medication without much relief. The patient then started having cough with sputum production and also low-grade fever. The patient has a history of bronchitis in the past and he has wheezing lately and he took albuterol inhaler with some relief.
The patient had liver transplant and has been seen by specialist on regular basis.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, nausea, vomiting, chest pain, shortness of breath, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, skin rashes, or snoring.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on losartan 50 mg once a day along with low-salt diet. The patient also has a history of liver transplant and he is on tacrolimus 1 mg three tablets twice a day.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his family and he does full-time job. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals sinus type headache and nasal passages are unremarkable.
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement or stridor.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing. The patient has mild expiratory wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any edema or skin rashes and skin is healthy.
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
